THE USAID COMMERCIAL JUSTICE ACTIVITY is working on reforms that promote investment, economic growth, and job creation. The Activity
collaborates with judicial and non-judicial institutions to improve commercial litigation, expand awareness of Alternative Dispute Resolution, and strengthen 
accountability in judgment enforcement while fostering an understanding of how these processes are critical to trust in the judicial system. 

COMMERCIAL COURT REFORM
With program support to the Ministry of Justice, the government has adopted a draft Law on Commercial 
Court that will establish a standalone court to effectively handle business and investor disputes. The draft 
law is pending in the Assembly.
