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The number of health workers in Haiti falls well below the global median of 48.6 health workers per
10,000 people. This severe shortage of health workers limits the country’s ability to reach its growing
population with essential health care services. Sustained improvements in maternal and child survival
require increasing the quantity and equitable distribution of health workers with the critical skills
needed to provide quality, respectful care.
