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I. [bookmark: _b90rpoejkmen]Introduction

This mandatory reference provides guidance to Agreement Officers (AOs) and Agreement Officer’s Representatives (AORs) on the requirements for applicants, recipients, and first-tier subrecipients of USAID assistance regarding Unique Entity Identifiers (UEIs), System for Award Management (SAM) registration, as well as reporting requirements from the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA). This reference also provides guidance on exceptions and procedures for applying those exceptions. 

This document is organized into two main topics: UEI and SAM registration (see Section III in this document), and FFATA reporting (see Section IV in this document). These are two distinct, though related and interconnected, topics with separate procedures.

While this document includes language that appears to direct applicants, recipients, and others external to the Agency, this mandatory reference does not create new requirements for such groups. Rather, this document includes regulatory requirements that implement the FFATA requirements and provides a more comprehensive understanding of these requirements to Agency staff. Recipients and applicants must refer to their award or the notice of funding opportunity, respectively, for applicable requirements. 

II. [bookmark: _q1zjwpakxoi]Regulatory Framework

On April 22, 2024, OMB issued revisions to Title 2 of the Code of Federal Regulations (2 CFR) (“2024 Revisions”) with a government-wide effective date of October 1, 2024 (89 FR 30046). As authorized in the final rule, USAID is implementing the versions earlier than the effective date. AOs are encouraged to review AAPD 24-06 for more information on USAID’s early implementation of the 2024 Revisions. The revisions to this mandatory reference reflect changes made to 2 CFR 25 and 2 CFR 170, as described in OMB’s final rule. Therefore, the citations and links to 2 CFR 25 and 2 CFR 170 provided throughout this document are to the versions in the 2024 Revisions published in the final rule. Once OMB has uploaded these revisions to the electronic Code of Federal Regulations (eCFR), this mandatory reference will be updated to provide links to those parts, respectively. 

The applicable regulations for assistance awards are found in 2 CFR 25 (“Unique Entity Identifier and System for Award Management”) and 2 CFR 170 (“Reporting Subaward and Executive Compensation Information”). To fulfill these regulatory requirements, AOs must ensure the standard provisions entitled “System for Award Management (SAM.gov) and Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) Requirements'' and “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” are incorporated into solicitations and awards, when applicable.  

III. [bookmark: _kzlqkfrtqia2]UEI and SAM: Requirements, Exceptions, and Procedures
A. [bookmark: _lm335jfy7urh]Requirements for Obtaining a UEI and Registering in SAM 

Obtaining a UEI and registering in SAM are separate actions, both completed in SAM.gov. It is possible for an entity to obtain a UEI without completing full SAM registration; SAM.gov only requires basic information to conduct the entity validation process that results in a UEI. Full registration in SAM.gov is required for an organization to apply for a direct (prime) assistance award. Note that entities seeking to obtain a UEI must establish a login account in SAM.gov; this is not the same as full registration in SAM. However, if the entity wishes to also register in SAM, they must use the same login created to obtain a UEI. Instructions on obtaining a UEI and registering in SAM can be found at https://sam.gov. Additional resources are also available in Section V of this document. 

AOs must not issue or amend an assistance award unless the recipient has obtained a UEI and has an active registration in SAM, or an exception has been approved (note: this does not apply to amendments to terminate or close out an award). 

Unless an exception is approved (see Section III.B in this document), the requirements for UEI and SAM registration apply as follows:

1. Applicants for prime awards must be fully registered in SAM before submitting an application, maintain the registration while an application is under consideration, and include the UEI in each application.

· Entities submitting a concept paper or unsolicited application (see ADS 303mbd) are not required to have a UEI or be registered in SAM at the time of submission. If the concept paper or unsolicited application is selected for a potential award, the applicant must obtain a UEI and fully register in SAM prior to submission of a more detailed application, to proceed with the award process.

2. Recipients of prime awards must have a UEI and maintain full, unexpired SAM registration for the duration in which it has an active award.

3. First-tier subrecipients (i.e., direct subrecipients) must obtain a UEI in order to receive a subaward. However, subrecipients are not required to complete full SAM registration.

4. Second-tier subrecipients (i.e., subrecipients of subrecipients) are not required to obtain a UEI or register in SAM. However, second-tier subrecipients may require a UEI for other purposes, such as to transmit information to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse, if the subrecipient is subject to 2 CFR 200, Subpart F Audit Requirements.

5. Contractors receiving procurement contracts under assistance awards, as defined in 2 CFR 200.331(b), are not required to obtain a UEI or register in SAM.

B. [bookmark: _ed0gkrbxnwll]Exceptions to UEI and SAM Registration Requirements

USAID may exempt certain applicants, recipients, and subrecipients from requirements to obtain a UEI or register in SAM, or both, in accordance with 2 CFR 25.110. See Section D of this document for approval authorities.

Note that individuals applying for or receiving prime awards or subawards as natural persons (unrelated to any business or nonprofit organization they own or operate) are not required to have a UEI or register in SAM. No documentation is required to exempt individuals from the UEI and SAM requirements.

USAID may process an exemption for an entity in the following circumstances:

1. National security, foreign policy, personal safety (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(i)): The Mission Director (MD) for Mission awards or Assistant Administrator (AA) for USAID/Washington (USAID/W) awards may exempt applicants, recipients, and subrecipients from UEI and/or SAM registration when the MD or AA determines that USAID must protect information about the entity from disclosure in the national security or foreign policy interests of the United States, or to avoid jeopardizing the personal safety of the entity's staff, partners, beneficiaries, and participants. The following are examples of scenarios that may require an exemption for safety/security concerns: 

· Where disclosure of information under a particular award is likely to expose those associated with the award to dangerous situations or bodily harm, such as risk of violence, assault, harassment, intimidation, jail, detainment, or any other material deprivation of essential human rights or dignity; or 

· Where security risks could potentially have a chilling effect on potential recipients’ willingness to work with at-risk or sensitive populations, beneficiaries, or other stakeholders or where publicly identifying exactly where a program is performed and the identify of the implementer and/or beneficiaries could endanger the recipient organization, its employees, or the beneficiaries. 

Note: If this exception is approved, the AO/AOR must ensure that the description field for the award in the Global Acquisition and Assistance System (GLAAS) does not contain any Personally Identifiable Information (PII) (as defined in OMB Memoranda, M-13-13 and M-10-23), or other information that could jeopardize the personal safety of recipients or beneficiaries. This precaution is necessary as the GLAAS description field is used to populate award information in other systems, including the publicly-available USASpending.gov site. See ADS 579 for details on the process for preventing the release of sensitive information and PII on www.ForeignAssistance.gov.

2. Awards less than $25,000 and performed outside the United States (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(ii)): The AO may exempt applicants, recipients, and subrecipients from UEI and/or SAM registration if the AO determines it is impractical for the entity to comply with UEI/SAM requirements and the entity is a foreign organization or foreign public entity performing an award (or subaward) outside the United States valued at less than $25,000. AOs must apply this exception on a case-by-case basis using a risk-based approach. 

3. Awards less than $500,000 to foreign entities (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iii)): The AO may exempt applicants and recipients that are foreign organizations or foreign public entities from completing full registration in SAM.gov for an award performed outside the United States valued at less than $500,000. The entity must still obtain a UEI. AOs must apply this exception on a case-by-case basis using a risk-based approach.

4. Exigent circumstances (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iv)): The AO may exempt applicants (at either the prime or sub-tier level) from obtaining a UEI and/or SAM registration prior to award if the AO determines there are exigent circumstances that prohibit the entity from doing so. The recipient must obtain a UEI and complete full SAM registration – or a subrecipient must obtain a UEI – within 30 days of the award date. There is no specific definition of “exigent circumstances” – instead, the AO has discretion in determining whether this exception would be appropriate for a particular situation based on the case-specific circumstances.

C. [bookmark: _8zlwc9d4z0z8]Applying Exceptions to Prime Recipients and Subrecipients

AOs must not apply exceptions any more broadly than is minimally necessary and only when one or more of the exceptions described in 2 CFR 25.110(a)(2) can be justified, in accordance with the approval authorities in Section D of this document. Certain exceptions can be applied to the prime recipient, first-tier subrecipient, or a combination of the two, as follows:

1. Prime recipient and all subrecipients: USAID may exempt a prime recipient and all subrecipients for a particular award. 

2. Some or all subrecipients, but not the prime recipient: In some instances, even if the prime recipient is not exempted, USAID may exempt some or all of the subrecipients under a particular award. For example, there may be potential safety/security concerns for some or all subrecipients, but not for the prime recipient itself, meaning USAID should only approve exceptions at the subaward level to applicable subrecipients.

3. Subrecipients on a case-by-case basis, but not prime recipient: The prime recipient may submit a request for approval of an exception to apply to certain subrecipients. In these circumstances, the AO can consider requests to exempt subrecipients on a case-by-case basis, such as during the subaward approval process described in 2 CFR 200.308(f)(6). 

The AO or AOR must complete the “UEI/SAM Exemption Approval Template” (see Appendix 1 in this document) to document the type, application, and approval of the exception. The AO or AOR must justify the basis for the exemption, cite specific examples or events upon which the exemption is based, and indicate the specific entities to whom the exemption applies.

When USAID exempts the recipient from the requirement to obtain a UEI, the AO must use a generic entity identifier as described in Section F of this document. Note that use of the generic entity identifier prevents prime recipients from being able to conduct FFATA-related reporting of information on subawards and subrecipient executive total compensation. As such, when the AO uses a generic entity identifier, the recipient is not required to report data in the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) Subaward Reporting System, referred to as FSRS. Also note that, when USAID has approved UEI exceptions (other than for exigent circumstances) for subrecipients, the prime recipient is not  required to report subaward information in FSRS for those exempted subrecipients (see Section III.E.4 in this document for language AOs can provide to the recipient). 

D. [bookmark: _c4o7gsiqwvz5]Approval Authority for UEI/SAM Exceptions

For an exemption based on national security, foreign policy, and/or personal safety (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(i)), the AO or AOR must obtain the MD’s approval for Mission awards or the AA’s approval for USAID/W awards. Independent Offices without an AA must obtain approval from the Independent Office or Operating Unit Head. 

The AO has the authority to approve all other exemptions found in 2 CFR 25.110(a)(2). 

These authorities are not re-delegable. The AO must include a copy of the approved exemption in the award file in the Agency Secure Image and Storage Tracking (ASIST). 

E. [bookmark: _ctjorf4nlvc0]Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) and Award Language for UEI/SAM Exceptions

1. NOFO: The NOFO template contains language describing applicant requirements for obtaining a UEI and registering in SAM, as well as procedures for requesting USAID approval of an exemption to UEI and/or SAM registration requirements (see Section Section E of the NOFO template).

AOs must not issue an award until the exemption is documented and approved, as described in Section D of this document, unless the applicant has otherwise completed full registration in SAM and obtained a UEI. At the AO’s discretion, a recipient’s request for approval to exempt a subrecipient from obtaining a UEI may be considered after the prime award has been issued, but before the recipient has issued the subaward.

2. Standard Provisions: AOs must include the “System for Award Management (SAM.gov) and Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) Requirements” and “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” standard provisions in solicitations and awards, as applicable.

3. Specific Conditions: If the AO has approved the exigent circumstances exception (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iv)), the AO may consider including a specific condition (see 2 CFR 200.208) in the award. As SAM registration is an important fraud mitigation tool, the intent of the specific condition is to provide explicit instructions to the recipient regarding USAID’s expectations for compliance with UEI and SAM requirements. Sample specific condition:

“Specific Condition: System for Award Management Registration
(a) This award was made based on the exception described in 2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iv) regarding exigent circumstances.
(b) The Recipient must register in the System for Award Management (SAM) within 30 days of the award date and maintain its registration in accordance with the requirements of the “System for Award Management (SAM.gov) and Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) Requirements” Standard Provision included in this award.
(c) The Recipient must notify the Agreement Officer in writing as soon as the SAM registration is completed and provide its unique entity identifier (UEI).
(d) Upon registering in SAM.gov, the Recipient must comply with reporting requirements described in the “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” standard provision.”

4. Subrecipient Exemptions: If USAID exempts subrecipients from obtaining a UEI, then the AO has the option to include the exemption information in the prime award. Below are examples of language that can be incorporated into the prime award: 

i. Example language to use where all local subrecipients are exempt from obtaining a UEI: “The Recipient must not require local subrecipients to obtain a UEI; the Recipient must not report any local subawards or the subrecipients’ executive compensation in FSRS.” Note that the AO must still include in the award the “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” standard provision, as the recipient will still be required to report on its own executive compensation.

ii. Example language to use where only certain subrecipients are exempt from providing a UEI: “The Recipient must not require the following subrecipients to obtain a UEI, and the Recipient must not report these subawards or the subrecipients’ executive compensation in FSRS: [Insert list of exempted subrecipients].” Note that the AO must still include in the award the “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” standard provision, as the recipient will still be required to report on its own executive compensation, as well as report subaward information for non-exempted subrecipients.

Alternatively, as this information is not required to be in the award itself, the AO can exempt subrecipients (and related reporting of subaward information and subrecipient executive compensation) on a case-by-case basis via written communication with the prime recipient.

5. Use of Generic Entity Identifier: When USAID has exempted an applicant from obtaining a UEI and USAID will use a generic entity identifier instead (see Section F in this document), the prime recipient will not be able to conduct reporting of subawards (including subrecipient executive total compensation) in FSRS, due to system limitations. The AO must communicate to the recipient that this subaward reporting is not required, either by including a statement in the award terms or via separate written communication. Example language:

“The Recipient is exempted from obtaining a unique entity identifier (UEI) and is not required to report subaward information or total compensation of subrecipient executives (2 CFR 170) in the Federal Subaward Reporting System (FSRS).”

Note: This exemption from reporting subaward and subaward executive compensation does not apply when the recipient has been exempted under the “exigent circumstances” exception of 2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iv), as the recipient is required to have a UEI and SAM registration within 30 days of the award date and will therefore be able to conduct this reporting in FSRS.

F. [bookmark: _9ok1154ljgp7]GLAAS and Systems Procedures for UEI/SAM Exceptions

AOs or requestors (often AORs) must process approved UEI and SAM exceptions in GLAAS and Phoenix along with other standard award information. It is critical that GLAAS is updated with these exceptions to ensure proper reporting to USASpending.gov in accordance with the Digital Accountability and Transparency Act (DATA Act). AOs and AORs must follow these procedures to properly identify UEI and SAM exceptions in GLAAS:

1. Complete the “Purpose” and “Description” fields of the GLAAS requisition. If the exception for national security, foreign policy, and personal safety (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(i)) was approved, only enter the sanitized project description (i.e., must not contain PII) from the UEI/SAM Exception Template into the “Project Description for USASpending.gov” field in GLAAS.

2. Update relevant GLAAS fields accordingly by marking the approved exemptions (Note: If the AO has approved an exemption from obtaining a UEI, then the Bureau for Management, Office of Acquisition and Assistance, Systems Support and GLAAS Division (M/OAA/SSG) must apply the generic entity identifier in Phoenix):

a. If the exception for national security, foreign policy, and personal safety (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(i)) was approved, select "Yes" for the following question in GLAAS: This award requires the safety/security exemption and the use of the generic entity identifier has been approved for the Partner, as applicable. If the exception is not for national security, foreign policy, or personal safety, then select “N/A” in response to this question.

b. In the field “Enter SC for Safety/Security, EC for Exigent Circumstances, FP for Foreign Partners exempted from full SAM registration based on the exception for awards less than $500,000 (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iii) or leave blank” under the Recipient information in GLAAS:

i. If the national security, foreign policy, and personal safety exception (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(i)) was approved, enter “SC”;

ii. If the recipient was exempted from full SAM registration based on the exception for awards less than $500,000 (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iii)), enter “FP”; 

iii. If the exigent circumstances exception (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iv)) was approved, enter “EC”;

iv. If the recipient was exempted based on the exception for awards less than $25,000 and performed outside the United States (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(ii)), leave the field blank.

Exigent Circumstances in GLAAS: When the exemption was based on exigent circumstances, M/OAA/SSG adds a generic entity identifier to the recipient’s vendor code in Phoenix for recipients exempted from obtaining a UEI. In Phoenix, M/OAA/SSG marks the recipient with the designation “Prevent New Spending” (PNS). The PNS designation automates a GLAAS “hard stop” that prevents any subsequent amendments to the award to add incremental funding. Once the recipient has obtained a UEI and registered in SAM, the AO must follow up with M/OAA/SSG (vrequest@usaid.gov) to update the recipient’s vendor code in Phoenix. After M/OAA/SSG updates this information in Phoenix, the AO must execute an administrative modification in GLAAS to update the recipient’s UEI. Note that the prime recipient will not be able to report subaward information in FSRS until after it has obtained a UEI and the AO has issued an award amendment to include the UEI.

IV. [bookmark: _5v6dt0by3lf1]FFATA Reporting: Requirements and Exceptions
A. [bookmark: _qm2zlqcg08m5]Requirements for FFATA Reporting 

AOs must include the Required As Applicable Standard Provision entitled “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” in every solicitation and award anticipated to equal or exceed $30,000. This provision is not required when the total amount of funding is less than $30,000; however, the AO must amend the award to add this provision, if subsequent increases to the funding result in the award equaling or exceeding $30,000. 

As described in 2 CFR Part 170, recipients are required to report on recipient executive compensation, first-tier subawards, and first-tier subrecipient’s executive compensation. Although the FFATA reporting is the responsibility of the recipient, it is the AO’s responsibility to ensure the requirement to report has been incorporated into the award terms by including the referenced standard provision, when applicable. Recipients must report as follows:

1. Reporting Executive Compensation (Recipient): The recipient conducts this reporting in SAM.gov as part of its full registration in SAM. The recipient must report the names and total compensation for each of its five most highly compensated executives for the preceding fiscal year, unless an exemption applies.

2. Subaward Reporting: Recipients must report applicable subaward data and subrecipient executive compensation information in the FSRS (www.fsrs.gov), unless an exemption applies.

a. Subaward Data: The recipient must report information regarding each first-tier subaward that is equal to or above $30,000. FSRS requires several pieces of information in each report, including subrecipient name, the subrecipient’s UEI, the amount of subaward, date of subaward, description of subaward, and subaward number. The recipient must initially report each subaward no later than the end of the month following the month in which the obligation was made. For example, if the subaward was made on November 8, 2025, the subaward must be reported by no later than December 31, 2025. If a subaward was issued at less than $30,000 but is later amended to increase the subaward amount above $30,000, then the recipient must report the subaward in FSRS following the amendment.

b. Compensation of Subrecipient Executives: When reporting applicable subawards in FSRS, the recipient must also report the names and total compensation of each of the subrecipient’s five most highly compensated executives for the subrecipient preceding completed fiscal year. However, the requirement to report subrecipient executive compensation only applies if the subrecipient meets certain criteria (established in the standard provision) regarding annual gross revenues and the public’s access to information about the compensation of its executives. Typically, an entity that meets all these criteria is already registered in SAM, which auto-populates the compensation information in FSRS. 

See Section V. Resources and Support below for additional resources, including translation support, on FFATA reporting. 

Subaward reporting is an important aspect of FFATA compliance. To ensure recipients conduct FFATA reporting accurately, one best practice is for the AO to remind recipients about the importance of this reporting and provide the resources below – for example, during the post-award orientation.

B. [bookmark: _p6l5q14c6ws]Exceptions for FFATA Reporting

The “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” standard provision describes the applicability and exceptions for reporting executive compensation and subaward information, and reflects the statutory requirements found in 2 CFR Part 170. 

FFATA reporting requirements are not required for:

1. Individuals receiving an assistance award;

2. If USAID exempts the recipient from providing a UEI – such as for a national security or personal safety justification (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(i)) – the recipient is therefore also exempt from reporting subaward information pertaining to the award. See Section III.E.5 of this document for sample language to provide to the recipient, in the event the AO exempts the recipient from subaward reporting requirements. 

NOTE: When the AO approves an exception to obtain a UEI or register in SAM based on exigent circumstances (2 CFR 25.110(a)(2)(iv)), the recipient must still comply with FFATA reporting requirements after obtaining the UEI and registering in SAM. Therefore, the AO must include the “Reporting Subawards and Executive Compensation” and “System for Award Management (SAM.gov) and Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) Requirements” standard provisions in the award. 

V. [bookmark: _3ep62vq61jrx]Resources and Support

UEI and SAM Registration

To support partners in the UEI/SAM process, the following resources are available:

1. WorkwithUSAID.gov has a blog post that links to a number of resources, including training modules, blogs, and quick reference guides – all available in English, Arabic, French, and Spanish (these resources have also been collected here).

2. The U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) also published a series of YouTube videos, which can be auto-translated to 100+ languages using closed captioning, as well as additional guidance;

3. The Federal Service Desk (FSD) provides guides, information, answers to frequently-asked questions, and help desk troubleshooting support. This includes information on the entity validation process and certain legal documents required as part of this process.

4. The M/OAA Translation Program includes a service to support local entities receiving assistance awards through translation of certain business registration documents required by SAM.gov. The Frequently Asked Questions contain additional information

5. Where further support or technical troubleshooting may be needed, AOs and AORs may contact the M/OAA Systems team at oaasystemsupport@usaid.gov in accordance with the instructions in the UEI/SAM Escalation Process.

FFATA Reporting

1. WorkwithUSAID.gov has a blog with guidance, a one-pager with recommendations, and a recorded webinar to support implementing partners conduct their FSRS reporting.

2. USAID has an internal recorded webinar available for Acquisition and Assistance (A&A) staff with guidance and tools for monitoring subaward reporting in FSRS.

3. USAID’s Enterprise Reporting Portal also contains a Subaward/Subcontract Data Quality Dashboard, which is available after logging in via VDI or GlobalProtect. This dashboard allows USAID staff to review subaward reporting, as well as drill down on potential data quality discrepancies and follow up with partners to request corrections as needed. 

VI. [bookmark: _o7dlghskhl72]Key Terminology

Unique Entity Identifier: The UEI is a 12-character unique number assigned to entities for validating and tracking entities across various U.S. Government (USG) systems. The UEI, obtained through SAM.gov, replaced the Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) identifier in 2022 as the USG’s identification number.

System for Award Management registration: SAM.gov is an online registry for the USG to collect, validate, and store data – including representations and certifications – from its contractors, grantees, and recipients. To maintain a valid registration, these entities must renew their SAM registration on an annual basis.

FFATA Reporting: Refers to contractor and recipient reporting requirements established by FFATA. The FFATA legislation requires information on federal awards (federal financial assistance and expenditures) be made available to the public via a single, searchable website, which is USASpending.gov. Under assistance, recipients are required to report executive compensation in SAM.gov and subaward data in FSRS.

Generic Entity Identifier: An entity identifier number used by a federal agency to report award information in USASpending.gov, when the prime recipient has been exempted from obtaining a UEI.

CAGE/NCAGE codes: The Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) CAGE (NCAGE) codes are internationally-accepted, five-character alphanumeric identifiers issued by various governments’ defense agencies. The CAGE code applies to U.S. entities and is issued by the U.S. Department of Defense (DoD). The NCAGE code applies to non-U.S. entities and is issued by NATO, often in coordination with the host country government. As of February 2023, CAGE/NCAGE codes are no longer required as a prerequisite for new entities to register in SAM for assistance awards. However, if an entity will be applying for acquisition awards (contracts) in addition to assistance awards, or DoD assistance awards, the entity must first obtain a CAGE or NCAGE code prior to SAM registration. This GLAAS notice, issued in February 2023, contains additional details.
